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Course Description

Architectural Drafting 1a and 2b is a comprehensive drafting course and is the last in the drafting sequence to all other drafting courses.  Drafting 1a,2b and CAD 1a, 2b are prerequisites to this course.  Students will primarily be using computer-drafting equipment for this course and must know 3 dimensional drafting prior to acceptance into the course.   This class will build upon basic Computer Assisted Drafting (CAD) skills in the later part of the course. 

Student Outcomes
The students will:

1. Understand the fundamentals of residential architecture design and planning

2. Understand environmental factors effecting construction and planning

3. Develop residential construction plans using pictorial, elevation,  and floor plans methods that meet industry standards

4. Produce schedules and specifications that meet industry standards

5. Develop knowledge of building codes

6. Understand history of architectural design

7. Understand careers related to drafting 
Expectations of the students

1. Students will be expected to be in class every day.  

2. Students are expected to make up assignments as they would on the job.  It is the responsibility of the student to schedule a conference with the teacher for making up assignments (school related or otherwise).   This must be done before school, during lunch, before class, or after class--but not during the class period.
3. Students will actively participate in the activities assigned.

4. Student will not be working on another class assignment during class time.

5. Students will not leave the classroom without the teacher’s permission.

6. Cheating will not be tolerated.  A zero grade on the assignment, quiz or test in question will be given to the student cheating and the students who allows for the cheating to occur.

Passes

Passes will be given to students sparingly.  If an emergency arises passes are located in the student planner.  Students should use the restroom before/after class.  If a student needs to attend another class or function during class time, please have that pass signed before class.

· Class assignments will be given on a regular basis.

· Occasionally, students will be given a quiz, this will be on the material covered in class the day of the quiz, or material covered the prior day.  These may or may not be announced.

· Test will be announced ahead of time.  At the end of each semester, a comprehensive semester test will be given that will cover all material covered and reviewed in class.  I encourage each student to keep all notes, quizzes and assignments.  Semester tests will come from this material and prior tests.  

Tardiness 
A student’s willingness to make it to class on time is very important. The schools tardy policy will be followed.
Late work

As a general policy I do accept late work. However, there are penalties for late work
Projects are an important part of the learning to welding. Students are encouraged and required to turn in projects.  The score deductions are as follows:
